ESl is anticipating approval
from the Arkansas Department of Health and will begin accepting bids on concrete pad expansion once
approval is received. Once concrete pad expansion is completed, bids will be accepted for the tank
elevation.

A
fence permit application was received. He spoke with the Railroad project manager today who reported
having difficulty receiving the final approval from ARDOT. The HWY 127 crossing will be closed from
Friday afternoon to Sunday afternoon at a date to be determined while the project is underway. Two
weeks notification will be given prior to road closures.
